If you want to train with outhers here is what is happening around Auckland. The
idea is to turn up and introduce yourself.

Okahu Bay / Fergs Kayaks

6:45 am (on the water), Monday and Wednesday

Session is normally about 1:15 — 1:30. These paddles are unstructured, usually up to
the harbour bridge, or around browns island — but the paddlers would be up for a
structured session if someone suggested a good one.

Takapuna Boating Club

From 5:30pm, Thursday

The suggestion is poles (cable to Taka pole) — so that you can join in the paddle, no
matter what time you turn up.

Bar at the boating club stays open until 7:30pm.

7:00am, Saturday and Sunday

There are between 5-10 paddlers that turn up. Usually half will want to do an interval
session on Saturday (around 1 % hrs) and Sunday is normally a longer paddle (up to
2 hrs).
